GENERAL CHANGES:


Combine Constitution and Bylaws into 1 document with 2 sections.


Rationalize membership requirements to encourage new members


Give more flexibility to the Order of Business by making committee reports “as requires”


Eliminate detailed references.


Eliminate redundancy.


Add some fun!





SPECIFIC CHANGES: CONSTITUTION:


Article 1 Purpose. REWORD as follows: 


The purposes of the organization shall be to encourage the proper, safe, proficient, and enthusiastic use of automobiles, and to foster the joy and camaraderie of the sport of auto motoring. These purposes shall be accomplished by:





Sponsoring events promoting the sport that provide competition, camaraderie, and knowledge.


Providing encouragement, training, and support to drivers who seek to improve their driving skills.


Providing information in respect to the sport and these stated purposes. 


Encouraging safe and sportsmanlike conduct on public roadways.





SPECIFIC CHANGES: BYLAWS:


Article 1, section 2. Add VicePresident duty to have results posted.


Article 1, section 3. Delete Secretary responsibility for maintaining the roster.


Article 1, section 4. Remove redundant description of contents of new member packet. Make Treasurer responsible for maintaining roster.


Article 2, section 1. REPLACE with the following. 


Section 1 Application


Any person or family wishing to join the Twickenham Auto Club may apply for membership by providing a completed membership application, along with the appropriate fee to a TAC officer.


Article 2 Membership, section 1. REPLACE with the following.


Section 2 Confirmation/Rejection


Each new member application shall be presented to the club at the next club meeting by the membership committee. After introduction and discussion, a quorum majority vote shall be required for confirmation. Confirmed applicants shall be immediately welcomed as members. Rejected applicants shall be promptly informed by the VicePresident and the fee refunded.


Article 2 Membership, ADD the following section.


Section 3 Rights and privileges


All TAC members shall enjoy the following rights and privileges:


  a)The right to hold office


  b)The right to vote, in person on all matters brought before the club


  c)The right to compete for and accumulate points toward TAC competition and worker awards.


Article 2 Membership, sections 4,5,6. REORDER.


Family membership is more common than Charter or Honorary, put it first


Article 2 Membership, section 10 Expulsion from Membership REWORD to read:


Violation of this Constitution and Bylaws or gross unsportsmanlike conduct shall constitute grounds for expulsion from the organization. Expulsion shall be accomplished by recommendation of the Membership committee and approval of 2/3 of the voting membership present at a regular meeting. Upon forfeiture of membership, all dues and assessment are automatically forfeited.
