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��CONSTITUTION of the TWICKENHAM AUTO CLUB



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE I (Name and Emblem)



Section 1. Name

The name of this organization shall be the Twickenham Auto Club.



Section 2. Emblem

The emblem of this organization shall be a horizontal ellipse having a red background and a silver border surmounted by a three�pointed silver crown. The letters "TAC" shall be in silver lettering on the red field.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE II (Purpose)



The purposes of the organization shall be to encourage the proper, safe, proficient, and enthusiastic use of automobiles, and to foster the joy and camaraderie of the sport of auto motoring. These purposes shall be accomplished by:



Sponsoring events promoting the sport that provide competition, camaraderie, and knowledge.

Providing encouragement, training, and support to drivers who seek to improve their driving skills.

Providing information in respect to the sport and these stated purposes. 

Encouraging safe and sportsmanlike conduct on public roadways.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE III (Officers)



The officers of the organization shall be the President, the VicePresident, the Secretary, and the Treasurer. The term of office for all officers shall be one year.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE IV (Meetings)



The regular meetings of the organization shall be held on the first and third Thursday of each month except when decided otherwise by a vote of the majority of the voting members present at the meeting immediately preceding the meeting date in question. Special meetings of the organization may be called at the discretion of the President, or one must be called by him/her upon request of one�fifth of the voting membership. The principal object of the special meetings shall be stated in the call for same, and may include the stipulation "...and for the transaction of all other business that may be presented". In the event this phrase is not included in the call, no other business may be transacted except that stated as the object of the meeting.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE V (Admission Fees and Dues)



Admission fees and dues of all members shall be of such amounts and payable at such times as shall be provided for in the bylaws.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE VI (Officer Nominations and Elections)



Section 1. Date

Elections for all officers shall be held at the first regular meeting in November of each year.



Section 2. Nomination

Nominations and seconds shall be made from the floor by voting members at the last regular meeting preceding the meeting at which the elections are scheduled. Additional nominations may be made at the meeting at which the elections are held.



Section 3. Attendance Requirement

Only voting members may be nominated for office and such nominees must be present at either the meeting during which they are nominated or the meeting at which elections are held.



Section 4. Balloting

Election shall be by secret ballot and a majority of the voting members present and voting shall be required for election. In the event no candidate has a clear majority, ballots will be cast for the candidates who receive the greatest number of votes and whose total votes constitute at least 60 percent of the votes cast. This procedure shall continue until one candidate has a clear majority.





Section 5. Assumption of duties

Newly elected officers shall assume office at the next  regular meeting following their election. Transfer of funds, records, lists of organization equipment and other similar items shall be accomplished prior to the next regular meeting.



Section 6. Resignation

Should an officer, other than the President, resign or be unable to perform the duties of his/her office (as determined by the voting membership) prior to the end of his/her term, the President shall appoint a voting member to assume the duties of the office upon the effective date of such vacancy and to continue in that capacity until a new officer is elected. At the next meeting subsequent to the effective date of the vacancy, nominations shall be taken to fill that vacancy, and elections shall be conducted in accordance with (Constitution Article VI, Sections 2 through 5).



Section 7. Filling Vacancies

In the event a similar vacancy occurs in the office of President (see Section 6), the office and duties shall become the functions of the VicePresident who shall call for an election to fill the vacated office of the VicePresident in accordance with (Constitution Article VI, Sections 2 through 5).



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE VII (Quorum)



Members of the organization present and voting shall constitute a quorum at a regular meeting.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE VIII (Amendments)



Amendments to this Constitution and Bylaws may be proposed by any voting member at any regular meeting. Amendments must be submitted in written form to the Secretary at the time they are proposed. Such amendments shall be voted on at the next regular meeting. The Secretary shall notify the membership by mail or by newsletter of the proposed amendment and the time of voting.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE IX (Interpretations)



In the event an ambiguity may appear to exist in the wording of the constitution and/or the bylaws, the President, under the authority of this article, may constitute a special committee to make a final interpretation. The committee shall act in a quasi�judicial capacity and its written findings as to the meaning of the wording shall be binding in the organization and may be changed only by an amendment to the constitution and/or bylaws of the article or section involved.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE X (Membership)



Membership in the organization shall be open to all persons sincerely interested in the achievement of the purposes of the organization subject to the procedures stipulated in the bylaws. Membership in the organization is based on a sincere interest in automobiles and in safe motoring as a sport. It is expected that each member will support the activities of the organization and conduct himself or herself creditably in all matters of concern to the organization.



CONSTITUTION ARTICLE XI (Committees)



The organization may provide for such standing and/or special committees as it may deem necessary as provided for in the bylaws.�

BYLAWS of the TWICKENHAM AUTO CLUB



BYLAWS ARTICLE I (Duties of Officers)



Section 1. Duties of the President

The President shall preside at all meetings when present, prepare a detailed yearly schedule of auto events for publication (in coordination with the VicePresident), appoint Chairmen of the newsletter committee and special committees, approve bills for payment, and perform other such duties as are incident to the office. The President may attend (ex officio) meetings of all other committees.



Section 2. Duties of the VicePresident

The VicePresident shall preside at all meetings in the absence of the President. He/she shall serve as the Chairman of the activities committee (empowered to appoint subcommittees required to execute the duties of that office), and shall also serve as the Chairman of the membership committee, responsible for matters involving new or potential members. Further, the VicePresident shall appoint the Chairmen of both the slalom and rally committees, and shall closely monitor the execution of the yearly auto events schedule. In fulfilling this monitoring function, the VicePresident shall see that all event results are promptly posted on the TAC/TVR web page. Additionally, the VicePresident shall perform other such duties as are incident to the office.



Section 3. Duties of the Secretary

The Secretary shall keep minutes of all regular and special meetings (Constitution Article IV), answer and initiate official organization correspondence (with the exception of insurance matters) at the official authorization of the President, and notify the members of called meetings. Additionally, the Secretary shall appoint the Chairmen of the publicity, entertainment, and historical committees, and shall otherwise fulfill the duties of the office.



Section 4. Duties of the Treasurer

The Treasurer shall keep current financial records, collect dues, pay all authorized bills, and serve as the named agent for all organization insurance matters. Additionally, the Treasurer shall appoint the Chairmen of the merchandise and organization equipment committees, maintain the current membership roster, and shall maintain (in coordination with the Secretary) information packages for new members. Further, the Treasurer shall perform other such duties as are incident to the office.



BYLAWS ARTICLE II (Membership)



Section 1 Application

Any person or family wishing to join the Twickenham Auto Club may apply for membership by providing a completed membership application, along with the appropriate fee, to a TAC officer. Minor applicants must provide a written consent signed by his parent or legal guardian.



Section 2. Confirmation/Rejection

Each new member application shall be presented to the club at the next club meeting by the membership committee. After introduction and discussion, a quorum majority vote shall be required for confirmation. Confirmed applicants shall be immediately welcomed as members. Rejected applicants shall be promptly informed by the VicePresident and the fee refunded.



Section 3. Administration

The Treasurer shall enter the new members name on the membership role and provide to all new members of the organization, copies of the constitution and bylaws, a car decal, and a membership card. 



Section 4. Rights and Privileges

All TAC members shall enjoy the following rights and privileges:

  a)The right to hold office

  b)The right to vote, in person on all matters brought before the club

  c)The right to compete for and accumulate points toward TAC competition and worker awards.



Section 5. Family Membership 

When membership has been conferred on a mew member, he/she may elect to become a member on a family basis. If a member should elect the family membership, his/her spouse and all dependents or legal wards of driver license age shall become full voting members of the organization. (It is recommended that dependents or legal wards who are at least 19 years of age apply for individual membership.)



Section 6. Charter Membership

Charter members (voting, non�dues�paying) will be those who were accepted for membership during the four weeks immediately following adoption of the organization's original 1954 constitution.



Section 7. Honorary Membership

Honorary memberships (non�voting, non�dues�paying) may be established when felt appropriate by the organization. Election shall be as provided for in (Bylaws Article II, Sections 1,2).



Section 8. Appreciation Membership

Appreciation membership (voting, non-dues paying, 1 year) may be established when felt appropriate by the club, and may be presented to an individual or family who, although not a member, has given time and effort in the advancement of the club. Election shall be by a quorum majority vote.



Section 9. Forfeiture/Reinstatement of Membership

Membership in the organization shall be automatically forfeited by 1) non-payment of regular dues by the second regular meeting in February; or 2) non-payment of other assessments voted on by the majority of  the membership. Membership forfeited by the nonpayment of dues or other assessments may be reinstated by:

Submitting current years dues or other assessments to the Treasurer with membership re-commencing on the date of receipt of said dues (which date shall be noted on the reverse of the individual’s membership card.



Section 10. Expulsion from Membership

Violation of this Constitution and Bylaws or gross unsportsmanlike conduct shall constitute grounds for expulsion from the organization. Expulsion shall be accomplished by recommendation of the Membership committee and approval of 2/3 of the voting membership present at a regular meeting. Upon forfeiture of membership, all dues and assessment are automatically forfeited.



BYLAWS ARTICLE III (Order of Business)



Section 1. Normal Order

At each regular meeting of the organization, the order of business shall be as follows:

Section 2. Altered Order

The order of business may be changed at the request of a voting member, subject to the approval of a majority of the voting members present at a regular meeting. The President, at his/her discretion, may alter the order.



Section 3. Rules of Conduct

Robert's Rules of Order shall govern all regular and special meetings of the organization, except as modified by this section or other provisions of the constitution or the bylaws.



BYLAWS ARTICLE IV (Admission Fees and Dues)



Section 1. No Meeting Dues

There shall be no admission fees to regular or special meetings.



Section 2. Membership Dues

Dues of the organization shall not be prorated and shall be $15.00 per year for a single membership or $20.00 per year for a family membership. Dues are payable when membership is conferred and, thereafter, annually at the first regular meeting in January, and shall be considered delinquent if not paid by the second regular meeting in February (Bylaws Article II, Section 7). (New members accepted for membership during the month of December, who have paid their dues at the time of acceptance, shall continue their paid membership status through the following calendar year.)



BYLAWS ARTICLE V (Standing Committees)



Section 1. Definition

The following standing committees are established within the organization, the Chairmen of which shall be appointed by the officers as described in (Bylaws Article I). The committee members, if any, shall be appointed by the respective Chairmen. Standing committees shall be constituted by an amendment to this article, in accordance with (Constitution Article VIII). Before new officer elections are held (Constitution Article VI, Section 1), it shall be the responsibility of each outgoing committee chairman to prepare a written report of his/her committee's activities during the previous year, and to provide this report to the Chairman of the historical committee, so that it may be made a part of the organization's historical records.



Section 2. Activities Committee

This committee shall be responsible for the coordination of and help in scheduling all organization slalom and rally activities (in coordination with the President, as noted in (Bylaws Article I, Section 1). The VicePresident of the organization shall be the Chairman of the committee. It shall be the responsibility of the committee to prepare an activity's calendar of all organization events for a period of not less than six months in the future. The calendar shall be kept current on a monthly basis and shall, when possible, be published in the organization newsletter.



Section 3. Membership Committee

This committee shall consist of the VicePresident, who shall serve as Chairman; the President, the Secretary, and the Treasurer as members; and other such temporary members as the Chairman shall deem necessary. All meetings of the membership committee are open to voting members of the organization. The committee shall be responsible for: 

a) Determining the eligibility of all applicants for membership in the organization and acting on these applications prior to the meeting following the meeting at which the completed application was submitted to the VicePresident.

b) Establishing, With club approval , rules for and administration of a membership awards program. The purposes of this program shall be to promote participation by individual members in all club activities and to recognize, through the presentation of awards, those members who have contributed most significantly their time and effort to club activities. The written procedures for the conduct of the membership awards program shall be reviewed yearly by the committee and revised as necessary. Proposed revisions shall be presented at a regular meeting of the organization and shall be subject to approval by a simple majority vote of the voting members attending.



Section 4. Slalom Committee

This committee shall be responsible for:

a. Determination, with club approval, of the club's slalom regulations. These written regulations shall be reviewed and updated yearly by the committee (proposed revisions shall be addressed as in (Bylaws Article V, Section 3b) prior to the onset of the organization's seasonal slalom activities.

b) Determination, With club approval, of rules regulating annual slalom series points (these rules shall be included in the written slalom regulations as described in Section 4a above).

c) Monitoring the conduct of all club slalom activities.

The slalom committee shall report directly to the VicePresident, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman, and is a voting member of  the committee. The slalom committee shall consist of not less than three nor more than seven voting members.



Section 5. Rally Committee

This committee shall be responsible for:

a) Determination, with club approval, of the club's rally regulations. These written regulations shall be reviewed and updated yearly by the committee (proposed revisions shall be addressed as in (Bylaws Article V, Section 3b) prior to the onset of the club's seasonal rally activities.

b) Determination, with club approval, of rules regulating annual rally series points (these rules shall be included in the written rally regulations as described in Section 5a above).

c) Monitoring the conduct of all club rally activities.

The rally committee shall report directly to the VicePresident who is responsible for appointing its Chairman, and is a voting member of the committee. The rally committee shall consist of not less than three nor more than seven voting members.



Section 6. Merchandise Committee

This committee shall be responsible for identifying and marketing club related merchandise for sale to members and the general public. Candidate items will be presented to the club membership for approval prior to acquisition and sale. It is intended that marketing activities provide a profit to the club while also promoting the club's ,activities and a general interest in auto motoring. This committee shall report directly to the Treasurer, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman.



Section 7. Organization Equipment Committee

The Organization equipment committee is responsible for maintaining and servicing all equipment belonging to the organization and used in its events. This equipment shall include, but not be limited to, the equipment trailer, all timing devices, pylons, fire extinguishers, communication equipment, batteries, scoreboards, checkpoint signs, and the like. The committee Chairman shall report to the general membership at a regular meeting not less than once a month. The committee shall report directly to the Treasurer, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman. Additionally, the committee Chairman, in the last month before new officer elections, shall compile a list of current organization equipment, its location, and present custodian. This list shall be given to the Secretary and appended to the minutes.



Section 8. Newsletter Committee

This committee shall be responsible for compiling, editing, and publishing a monthly club newsletter for distribution at the second regular meeting of each month. This committee shall report directly to the President, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman. The committee Chairman shall insure that the newsletter contains, as a minimum, the activities schedule for the club and event results, as well as other items of interest, and he/she shall report to the general membership at each regular meeting.



Section 9. Entertainment Committee

This committee shall schedule and plan all club parties and social activities. The committee shall develop a proposal for several parties and social events throughout the year and obtain club membership approval and support. This committee shall report directly to the Secretary, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman. The committee Chairman shall report to the general membership at a regular meeting not less than once a month.



Section 10. Publicity Committee

This committee shall actively solicit publicity for the club and its activities, and shall be responsible for publicizing event announcements and results in all news media wherever possible. The committee shall also be responsible for obtaining new schedule cards yearly, and for updating and procuring brochures and flyers as required. The committee shall report directly to the Secretary, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman. The committee Chairman shall report to the general membership at a regular meeting not less than once each month.



Section 11. Historical Committee

This committee shall maintain visible records of all events that are of historical significance to the organization. The Chairman shall maintain copies of all minutes, newsletters, and other current material, and shall serve as custodian of available archival material donated by club members (video, tapes, photographs, memorabilia, and the like). The committee shall report directly to the Secretary, who is responsible for appointing its Chairman. The committee Chairman shall report to the general membership at a regular meeting on an as�required basis.



Section 12. Executive Committee

This committee shall consist of all club officers and all standing committee Chairmen. The President shall serve as the committee Chairman. All meetings of this committee shall be announced in advance and shall be open to the general membership. Minutes of these meetings shall be taken by the Secretary and read into the minutes of the next regular club meeting. The purpose of this committee is to act as a steering committee for the club. All resolutions, passed motions, suggestions, and the like, of this committee must be approved by the membership before they may be officially acted upon.



BYLAWS ARTICLE VI (Special Committees)



The President may constitute special committees to perform studies, prepare recommendations, organize special activities, or perform other such activities as he/she may deem necessary. The President shall constitute special committees at the request of a simple majority of the voting members present at a regular meeting when called upon to do so. The President shall appoint the Chairmen of such committees and the members shall be appointed by the Chairmen. The objectives and membership of such committees shall be noted in the minutes of the meeting at which Such committees are constituted. Chairmen of special committees shall be required to prepare a written final report of committee activities which shall be read into or appended to the minutes of the regular meeting at which the report is delivered and accepted by the President. After the report is accepted by the President, the special committee shall be automatically dissolved.
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
